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The London Grid for Learning (LGfL) is a collaborative initiative by the 33 London 
Local Education Authorities within the M25, which was initially launched in June 
2000 to provide broadband connectivity, managed services and on-line content 
to serve the education community throughout the London Region.

Working in partnership with broadband network service provider Equinox Converged Solutions, Email Systems has 
filtered both incoming and outgoing emails for viruses, spam and inappropriate content (including pornographic 
material) for LGfL since June 2004.
